Put their name in verses 9 & 10
"Because, if Kenny confesses with Kenny's mouth that Jesus is Lord and
believe in Kenny's heart that God raised him from the dead, Kenny will be
saved. For with the heart Kenny believes and is justified, and with the
mouth Kenny confesses and is saved. For everyone who calls on the name
of the Lord will be saved."  Would you like to pray with me and ask Jesus
into your heart? 

There is power in the word JESUS! Say His name often. 
Stay focused on salvation!

There is power in the open Word of God. BIBLE. OPEN IT & USE IT!

After sharing the Scripture, tell them that all there is to salvation is
believing Jesus is the Son of God and believing that Jesus died on the cross
for them. 

Remind them, it is up to them to make sure they are around Christians and
allow someone to pour into their life and help them grow. 
Church, fellowship, & discipleship is a must for new Christians!

Remember - your job is to share! Not so Save! Jesus does the saving. 

The goal in your life is to get to a point where you truly believe Jesus changed your
life and you have eternal life! Now just share and take it as if you were responsible
for the people God puts around you. Don't be selfish and keep it to yourself! It is
Jesus, Scripture, and the Holy Spirit that does the ultimate saving!
